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Spay Our Strays
A community’s greatest animal 
challenge is an abundance of free-
roaming cats contributing to over-

population and disease. In 2007, 
Camden County Animal Shelter began 
“Spay Our Strays,” a monthly feline 
spay/neuter clinic open to all residents 
of Camden County. Once a month, 
shelter employees and volunteers 
alter, vaccinate, and ear-tip (a method 
to identify an altered feral cat) over 
100 cats for only $35/cat. For many 
residents, these clinics are the only 
affordable low-cost spay/neuter 
programs available.

Accessible and affordable spay/neuter 
is the only way to prevent animal 
over-population and lower euthanasia 
rates. Sterilization reduces unpleasant 
behavior such as territorial marking 

and fighting and reduces the likelihood 
of reproductive-associated cancers and 
diseases.

By regularly hosting our Spay Our 
Strays clinics, Gloucester Township was 
successful in reducing its free-roaming 
cat population, which saved taxpayers 
thousands of dollars in animal sheltering 
costs. For more information regarding 
spay/neuter surgery and trap-neuter-
return (TNR) programs, please call or 
email the shelter.

According to the 
Lawrences, “We knew he was special from day 
one! Thank you for allowing us to take Jazzy 
home forever. We love him.”

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2009 turned out to be a rougher year than anyone could have expected.  The 
financial downturn in the economy took its toll on our beloved pets as well.  

The Camden County Animal Shelter saw a significant increase in the number 
of stray and relinquished pets in 2009 which meant that our adoption rooms 
have seen more guests than in any previous years.  This brought to light the 
need for us to reach out even more into the community.  CCAS began to offer 
a pet food bank for needy residents and to offer even more low cost services to 
help residents stay with their furry friends without having to consider the heart-
wrenching decision to surrender them.  

We offered reduced fee adoptions so that we could ensure that the animals 
coming to us would be able to find new homes.  In order to afford these reduced 
cost services and to mend our own budget shortfalls we reached out to you - our 
donors, friends, family and neighbors who help support our work.  We at CCAS 
were overwhelmed and deeply thankful for the huge outpouring of support that 
we received.  Hundreds of you held food and donation drives to fulfill items on 
our wish list.

CCAS Receives Grant from Petco Foundation
We are proud to announce that the Petco Foundation has just awarded CCAS a $10,000 
grant to provide free spay/neuter to Camden City residents.  This grant will allow 
any resident of Camden City to have their dogs or cats spayed/neutered through our 
organization at no cost to the owner as long as they can demonstrate financial need.

On any given day, over 50% of the animal population at CCAS is made up of animals 
from Camden City.  Based on internal statistics, less than 1% of stray animals brought 
to the shelter from Camden City are altered.

Camden City is consistently ranked as one of the most dangerous cities in America 
by CQ press, a top commercial publisher that bases their city ratings on FBI-compiled 
crime date and populations.  The animals in Camden City do not fare much better than 
the human population and are routinely malnourished and/or injured.  

CCAS has long dedicated its efforts to elevating the standard of care for Camden City 
animals.  Through our CHAMP (Camden’s Humane Animal Movement Program,) staff 
and volunteers have held free vaccination clinics at housing projects and schools, 

provided hundreds of pounds of free pet food to needy residents, and 
given pet owners free supplies including carriers, leashes, 

collars and toys.

She waited until we went through the whole room 
and then she said to me, “There is a cat here 
that I’ve fallen in love with and I want you to see 
him.” I picked him up and he immediately turned 
over on his back in my arms and his little motor 
just purred and purred - he had such character 
and personality!

The papers were signed and after our application 
went through, we took him home a few days later.

In the past few months, local shelters and boarding 
facilities have reported outbreaks of H3N8, also known 
as Canine Influenza. Canine flu is a highly contagious 
and often fatal virus which originated in horses and 
“jumped” species in 2004. Although the virus is not 
contagious to humans, it is easy for people to spread the 
virus from one dog to another as it can live on surfaces, 
leashes and clothes for 12 hours or more. Canine flu 
is a relatively new virus to which dogs have not yet 
developed immunity, and all are susceptible if exposed.  

The Camden County Animal Shelter is now making H3N8 
vaccines available to the public. If you would like to have 
your dog vaccinated against Canine Flu, please contact 
the shelter for more information.
